The first year will provide an

opportunity to experiment with a range of disciplines within art and design

including fine art, illustration, animation, textiles, 3D design and digital

art. Learn creative and technical skills that will develop your understanding

and application of visual language. The second year will encourage you to

specialise in a particular discipline and to further develop your skills and

knowledge in this area, building a dynamic yet focused portfolio of art and

design work.

Level 3/4 Foundation Diploma in Art and Design will challenge you to push your

creative boundaries and develop your creativity. With a focus on



problem-solving, idea generation and critical thinking; you’ll be asked to put

aside your preconceptions and take risks outside your comfort zone. Drawing

will underpin your studies as you gain a valuable introduction to a wide range

of creative disciplines, allowing you to experiment before specialising in your

chosen area. As the course progresses you will focus on developing specialist

skills to apply to your chosen creative-based higher education

course.
