To support you in developing the skills, behaviours, attitude, and
confidence that will be needed for students to complete the T Level Industry
Placement.

e Introductory Technical Skills
These are the core skills and concepts that you will need in order to
prepare for the next level

e Pastoral Support and Personal Development
This supports you to become a well-rounded individual as well as support
the development of study skills, reflective and resilience skills.
